The Community House School of Dance includes ballet, jazz, tap, musical 
theatre dance, Irish dance, and more! Classes are held throughout the year and an annual recital is 
held in the spring. 
 
Instructors are responsible for delivering high quality dance instruction to students of different 
ages and skill levels, creating lessons plans, and choreographing a routine for the dance recital. 
Candidates should possess excellent communication skills along with a deep passion for dance 
and the ability to teach, motivate, and inspire students to achieve their full potential.
